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Emergency Declared in Pakistan

The recent floods in Pakistan, caused by unprecedented monsoon rains, cloud
bursts and river outflows, severely impacted multiple provinces. Areas in Punjab,
like Muzaffargarh, Multan, and Narowal, were severely affected by riverine and
hill-torrent flooding. Droplets of Mercy responded with emergency aid right
away, delivering hot meals to displaced families.

These floods have been catastrophic, affecting millions and displacing
thousands of families. According to NDMA and government assessments, the
total estimated loss and damage was around US$30.1 billion. Over 50,000
houses were either damaged or completely destroyed, and the disaster wiped
out over 1.7 million hectares (4.4 million acres) of crops and killed over 1.1
million livestock. This has severely impacted agricultural livelihoods across the
country, and in Punjab where Droplets of Mercy has been active.
